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REPORT ON THE MECHANISM TO FOLLOW UP

ON IMPLEMENTATION OF THE INTER-AMERICAN CONVENTION ON THE PREVENTION, PUNISHMENT AND ERADICATION OF VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN,

“CONVENTION OF BELÉM DO PARÁ” IN COMPLIANCE WITH RESOLUTION

AG/RES. 2451 (XXXIX-O/09)

The Permanent Secretariat of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), as the Technical Secretariat of the Mechanism to Follow up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment and Eradication of Violence against Women (MESECVI), in compliance with operative paragraph 12 of resolution AG/RES. 2451 (XXXIX-O/09) and in accordance with Article 13.1 of the Statute of the MESECVI, presented this report to the Permanent Council work carried out between February 2009 and February 2010.

I.
BACKGROUND

1.1.
Establishment of the Mechanism to Follow-up on Implementation of the Convention (MESECVI)

The CIM, in compliance with the mandates from resolutions CIM/RES. 224/02 (XXXI-O/02), AG/RES. 1942 (XXXIII-O/03), and CIM/REMIM-II/RES. 6/04, undertook actions aimed at drawing up the draft Follow-up Mechanism to the Convention of Belém do Pará.  The Permanent Secretariat of the CIM drafted a working document proposing a follow-up of the mechanism and held prior consultations with the member states, specialized international organizations, and civil society.


In June 2004, continuing the process initiated in 2002, a Meeting of Government Experts was convened; it was held on July 20-21, 2004 to examine the mechanism proposed and make recommendations to the states parties.  At the end of the meeting, the Experts indicated that the mandate of the OAS General Assembly, contained in resolution AG/RES. 2021 (XXXIV-O/04) had been fulfilled and requested the meeting’s rapporteurship to submit to the Conference of the States Parties to the Convention of Belém do Pará the draft Statute of the Mechanism to Follow up on Implementation of the Convention for its adoption.


Pursuant to the General Assembly mandate, the Secretary General of the OAS convened the Conference of the States Parties on October 26, 2004. The Conference approved the “Statute of the Mechanism to Follow Up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, Convention of Belém do Pará (MESECVI).

With its adoption, the States Parties expressed their political will to have a consensus-based and independent mechanism, to which they would submit progress reports, in compliance with the Convention, and undertook to implement its recommendations.

1.2.
Characteristics of the MESECVI

The MESECVI was designed to ensure follow-up of the commitments made by the States Parties to the Convention, to contribute to achieving the purposes established in it, and to facilitate technical cooperation between the States Parties, as well as with other member states of OAS and permanent observers.  It is based on principles of sovereignty, non-intervention, and legal equality of the States and observes the rules of impartiality and objectivity in its operation, in order to guarantee fair application and egalitarian treatment between the States Parties.

The Mechanism consists of two bodies:  The Conference of the States Parties, which is the political body, comprised of the representatives of the States Parties; and the Committee of Experts, (hereinafter “CEVI”); which is the technical body, comprised of specialists from the sector being covered by the Convention.  Although the Experts are designated by the governments, they carry out their duties personally.  The liaisons between the States Parties and the Secretariat of the MESECVI are the competent national authorities (hereinafter “CNAs”). The Secretariat of the Conference and the Committee is held by the Permanent Secretariat of the CIM, where the headquarters of MESECVI has been established.

The Multilateral Evaluation Round consists of two phases:  the first is for purposes of evaluation and the second for follow-up.  In the first phase, the (CNAs) of each of the States Parties provide their responses to the questionnaire adopted by the CEVI.  On the basis of these responses, the CEVI prepares a series of preliminary reports which are forwarded to the CNAs for feedback. Once these observations are incorporated, the reports are returned to the Committee of Experts, which then reconsiders the reports and approves the final versions of the country reports and hemispheric report.  Both the country and hemispheric reports contain recommendations for the States Parties; the former contains specific recommendations while the latter includes general recommendations regarding better implementation of the Convention. Finally, these reports are presented at the Conferences of the States Parties to the MESECVI for their adoption and publication.

In the second phase, the CNAs report to the CEVI regarding the implementation of the latter’s recommendations, using the format adopted by the Committee of Experts for such purpose. On the basis of the responses received, the CEVI drafts and adopts a report to follow up on the indicators, which must also be presented for consideration and adoption by the Conference of the States Parties to the MESECVI.

II. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE MESECVI (2010) 

As of the date of this report, 31 of the 32 States Parties
/ had designated a competent national authority (CNA) and a specialist in the matter to form part of the Committee of Experts (CEVI) of the MESECVI.

2.1.
First Multilateral Evaluation Round

The First Multilateral Evaluation Round consisted of an evaluation stage (2005-2008) and a stage to monitor the recommendations of the CEVI (2008-2010).


As reported in 2010,
/ during the evaluation stage, the CEVI adopted the final country reports of the 28 participating States Parties, as well as a hemispheric report with recommendations to the States for strengthening implementation of the Convention of Belém do Pará in their respective countries. These reports were presented to the Second Conference of the States Parties, which was held in Caracas, Venezuela, on July 9 and 10, 2008. 


The First Multilateral Evaluation Round will conclude with the presentation of the Monitoring Report on the Recommendations of the Committee of Experts (CEVI) to the Third Conference of the States Parties, scheduled to take place in Antigua Guatemala, from on March 24 and 25, 2011. 


The tables attached as Annexes I, II, III and IV show the participation of the States Parties, during this Round, in the meetings of the Conference of States Parties, as well as the participation of the experts in the meetings of the CEVI.  

2.2.
Second Multilateral Evaluation Round


The Second Multilateral Evaluation Round was launched in April 2010 with the distribution of the questionnaire adopted by the CEVI to the States Parties to the Convention. Twenty-eight (28) States Parties submitted their responses to the questionnaire; responses are still pending from the governments of Grenada, Haiti, and Nicaragua. The questionnaire was also sent to civil society organizations accredited with the OAS with an invitation to submit alternative reports. To date, eight (8) such reports have been received from the organizations. 


Based on the responses of the governments and the alternative reports, the CEVI wrote and adopted preliminary country reports at its Sixth Meeting, held from August 23 to 25, 2010 in Santo Domingo de Heredia, Costa Rica. 


The preliminary reports adopted there were forwarded to the Competent National Authorities (CNA) on November 2, 2010, with a request to submit observations and clarifications by November 30, 2010. To date twelve (12) responses to this request have been received, from: Argentina, Belize, Colombia, Dominica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname, and Trinidad and Tobago. 


The observations and clarifications will be examined by the CEVI when it prepares the final country reports, to be adopted at its Seventh Meeting, scheduled for June 2011. 

2.3.
Committee of Experts (CEVI) - Sixth Meeting of the CEVI 


The Sixth Meeting of the CEVI was held from August 23 to 25, 2010 in Santo Domingo de Heredia, Costa Rica.
/   The inaugural session was attended by Her Excellency Mrs. Laura Chinchilla Miranda, President of Costa Rica, and the Secretary General of the OAS, José Miguel Insulza. In addition to examining the governments’ responses to the questionnaire and adopting the preliminary country reports, the Committee approved the CEVI’s 2010-2012 biennial work plan and the CEVI report that will be submitted to the Third Conference of the States Parties of the MESECVI. The Monitoring Report of CEVI Recommendations for the First Multilateral Evaluation Round was also discussed and subsequently approved by e-mail, on October 15, 2010, with the inclusion of the observations submitted by experts. 

In addition, two discussions were held during the meeting: the first on public security, and the second on violence against women, security, and access to justice. Olga Segovia (Latin American Women and Habitat Network) and Hilda Morales (CEVI Coordinator) participated as panelists in the first discussion. Folade Mutota (Women’s Institute for Alternative Development - WINAD, Trinidad and Tobago), Julissa Mantilla (UNIFEM Colombia); Doris Montenegro (Latin American and Caribbean Committee for the Defense of Women’s Rights–CLADEM), and María Elena Gómez Cortés (Supreme Court of Justice, Costa Rica) participated as panelists in the second discussion. The speeches from the inaugural session and the presentations made during the discussions can be found on the CIM web page. 

2.4.
Conference of the States Parties 


The Third Conference of the States Parties will be held in Guatemala, on March 24 and 25. 2011, to consider and adopt the Monitoring Report on the CEVI Recommendations to the States Parties. This will close the First Multilateral Evaluation Round. At that event, an assessment will also be made of the outcomes of the First Multilateral Evaluation Round of the MESECVI, and recommendations, conclusions, and agreements will be adopted for strengthening the Mechanism. 

2.5.
Technical Secretariat

The Secretariat fulfilled the activities assigned to it in accordance with the rules of procedure of the CEVI and of the Conference, which include:

· Preparing the draft questionnaire for the fifth meeting of the CEVI 

· Distributing the questionnaire adopted by the CEVI for the Second Multilateral Evaluation Round to the competent national authorities and to the civil society organizations registered with the OAS; 

· Preparing for the Sixth Meeting of the CEVI in coordination with the Government of Costa Rica, the host State; 

· Preparing the draft Monitoring Report of CEVI Recommendations to the States Parties within the framework of the First Multilateral Evaluation Round, submitted to the Sixth Meeting of the CEVI; (see item 2.3. of this report)
· Preparing the draft CEVI assessment of the progress made and challenges facing the MESECVI, as well as proposals for strengthening it, considered at the Sixth Meeting of the CEVI; 
· Preparing the draft 2010-2012 biennial work program for the CEVI, approved at the Sixth Meeting of the CEVI; 
· Forwarding the preliminary country reports corresponding to the Second Multilateral Evaluation Round, adopted at the Sixth Meeting of the CEVI, to the competent national authorities; 

· Preparing for the Third Conference of the States Parties, in coordination with the Government of Guatemala, the host State; 

· Updating the appointments of experts and/or competent national authorities. 

III.
PROMOTION OF THE MESECVI
3.1.
Report on the historical development and evolution of the MESECVI from 2004 to 2010 and performance assessment; and report on the impact of the First Multilateral Evaluation Round of the MESECVI, using an approach based on its key actors 
The Executive Committee, at its second meeting, held on October 5 and 6, 2009, requested the Secretariat of the MESECVI to prepare a document on its procedures, to be used in examining how to cooperate in strengthening the Mechanism. This report, classified as CIM/CD/doc.24/10, was presented at the Committee’s third meeting; it includes the history of the Mechanism’s development and a diagnostic study of its performance.  All the fundraising initiatives for the Mechanism are also discussed.


In order to complement that report with the perspectives of the participants, the Permanent Secretariat of the CIM hired the Latin American Justice and Gender Team (ELA) to study the contributions of the MESECVI, the extent of its impact in the countries of the region, and its operations, from the viewpoints of the national authorities and of the experts and members of civil society.


For that purpose, the Executive Director of ELA made contact in January and February 2010 with a group of experts, competent national authorities, and civil society organizations, to whom it sent a questionnaire.  The preliminary findings of this study were presented at the third meeting of the Executive Committee of the CIM.  After that presentation, the Committee asked ELA to invite all the competent national authorities and experts to participate in the study, which concluded in April 2010.  The final report was distributed to all the delegates as CIM/CD/INF. 15/10.


One of the main conclusions of this consultancy emphasizes the rich experience and body of knowledge gathered by the MESECVI, of which neither the governments nor civil society have made sufficient use to date.  Meaningful improvement of the MESECVI’s efficacy and impact requires a greater political commitment, primarily from the states parties.  The mechanisms and procedures for all MESECVI processes should also be made known and disseminated by various means.  Finally, the consultancy emphasizes that none of the changes the MESECVI needs will be possible unless the circumstances under which it now works are changed.  It is unrealistic to expect different results if resources, procedures, and actors remain unchanged.

3.2.
Regional meeting on femicide in Central America and the Dominican Republic and on progress in preventing, addressing, and punishing violence against women. Panama City, March 23-24, 2010


The Secretariat of the MESECVI was a presenter at the regional meeting on femicide in Central America and the Dominican Republic and progress in preventing, addressing, and punishing violence against women, held in Panama City on March 23 and 24, 2010.  The Secretariat’s topic was the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, “Convention of Belém do Pará,” 15 years later:  progress, gaps, and actions.  Brochures on the Mechanism were distributed to attendees.

3.3.
Knowledge fair on policies that transform. El Salvador, April 26-28, 2010  


The Secretariat of the MESECVI participated in the knowledge fair on policies that transform, organized by the Group of Parliamentary Women of El Salvador, UNIFEM, the UNDP, and the AECID.  The Secretariat spoke on the MESECVI as a regional good practice in three cities: San Salvador (April 26), Santa Ana (April 27), and San Miguel (April 28). Booklets and CDs containing general information on the Mechanism and the documents resulting from the First Multilateral Evaluation Round were distributed.

3.4. "Compliance with International Commitments for the Eradication of Gender-based Violence against Women" El Salvador, 1-3 December 2010


The Secretariat of the MESECVI was invited to speak on a panel that addressed “The Action of Regional International Organizations Regarding the Eradication of Violence against Women,” along with representatives of other international organizations. In addition, adoption of the Comprehensive Special Law for a Violence-Free Life for Women in that country was celebrated. 

IV. DISSEMINATION

As for background materials, CDs were prepared containing the basic documents of the MESECVI, the final country reports, the hemispheric report, and the decisions, conclusions, and agreements adopted at the Second Conference of States Parties.
V. 
FINANCING THE MESECVI 

To date, the fund created for the MESECVI has received contributions from Argentina, Brazil, Mexico, and Trinidad and Tobago. In addition Argentina and Costa Rica contributed by serving as the sites for the Third (2007) and Sixth Meetings of the CEVI (2010), respectively. Venezuela served as the site for the Second Conference of the States Parties (2008), and Guatemala has offered to serve as the site of the Third Conference of States Parties (2011). 

All the Assemblies of the OAS and of the CIM repeated their appeal to the governments to contribute human or financial resources to the MESECVI. 

VI. 
RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED BY THE OAS GENERAL ASSEMBLY (2010-2011) 

Resolution AG/RES. 2544 (XL-O/10) invited all the States Parties and States not party to the Convention, as well as permanent observers, international financial institutions, civil society, and the private sector, to make voluntary contributions to the specific fund set up to finance the operation of the MESECVI, or to make other types of contributions, such as providing the Mechanism with human resources to enable it to meet its work schedule and ensure its optimal functioning, hosting international meetings as necessary, holding workshops, and sharing experiences with best practices. It also requested the Secretary General to allocate, in accordance with available financial resources, the necessary human, technical, and financial resources for the CIM to continue supporting the implementation of the MESECVI.
In addition it urged the States Parties to the Convention to facilitate the participation of experts in meetings of the Committee of Experts (CEVI); and to urge those States Parties that have not yet done so to appoint their respective expert and Competent National Authority. It also urged the States Parties to disseminate the CEVI recommendations to public agencies and to civil society as a whole.
It also urged the Member States that had not already done so to give prompt consideration to ratifying or acceding to, as the case may be, the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, “Convention of Belém do Pará.”
