REPORT ON THE FOLLOW-UP MECHANISM

OF THE IMPLEMENATION OF THE INTER-AMERICAN CONVENTION

ON THE PREVENTION, PUNISHMENT AND ERADICATION OF VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN

“BELÉN DO PARÁ CONVENTION”

The Permanent Secretariat of the Women Inter-American Commission (CIM, for its initials in Spanish), in its capacity as Technical Secretariat for the Follow-up Mechanism on the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on Prevention, Punishment and Eradication of Violence against Women (MESEVIC, for its initials in Spanish), raises to the Twelfth Committee of Experts Meeting of MESECVI (CEVI, for its initials in Spanish), the present report on the work done since the Eleventh Committee of Experts Meeting of MESECVI (CEVI), celebrated in Montevideo, Uruguay, on the 18 and 19th days of September 2014 until October 2015.  All the documents and records, to which reference will be made, are published in the CIM webpage, under MESECVI. 

I.  BACKGROUND 
1.1. Creation of the Follow-up Mechanism on the Implementation of the Belém do Pará Convention.

The CIM, in compliance with the mandates issued from the resolutions CIM/RES. 224/02 (XXXI-O/02) AG/RES. 1942 (XXXIII-O/03), and CIM/REMIM-II/RES. 6/04, effected the actions leading to the elaboration of the Project for the Follow-up Mechanism on the Implementation of the Belén do Pará Convention. The Permanent Secretarait of the CIM prepared a working document with a proposal for a follow-up mechanism and carried out a previous consultation process with the Member States, specialized international organisms and  the civil society.

In June 2004, continuing with the process initiated in 2002, a meeting of governement Experts was convened and celebrated on July 20-21, 2004, to analize the proposed mechanism and make  recomendation to the States Party.  When the meeting ended the Experts considered fulfilled the mandate of the AOS General Assembly, contained in the resolution AG/RES. 2021 (XXXIV0O/04), and solicited the meeting´s Rapporteur  to raise to the Conference of States Party to the Belém do Pará Convention, the Bylaws Proyect of the Follow-up Mechanism on the Implementation of the Convention for its adoption.

In compliance with the mandate of the General Assembly, the Secretary General of the OAS convened the Conference of the States Party on October 26, 2004, in which the “Bylaws of the Follow-up Mechanism on Implementation of the Inter-American convention for the Prevention, Punishment and Eradication of Violance Against Women ‘Belém do Pará Convention’”  (MESECVI) were approved. 

With its adoption, the States Parties expressed the political will to count with a consensual and independent system to which they would submit the advances made in the fulfillment of the Convention, compromising to implement the recommendations that will result from it. 

1.2. Characteristics of the MESECVI

The MESECVI was designed to follow-up on the commitments accepted by the States Party to the Convention, contribute to the achievements of the goals established therein and facilitate the technical cooperation between the States Party, as well as with the Member States of the OAS and the Permanent Observers.  It is based in the principles of sovereignty, non-intervention, and juridical equality of the States, having to respect the principles of impartiality and objectivity in its operations, in order to guarantee a just application and egalitarian treatment between the States Party.

The Mechanism consists of two organs:  the Conference of the States Parties which is the political organ formed by the representatives of the States Parties, and the Experts Committee (from now on CEVI) which is the technical organ integrated by specialists in the sphere which the Convention includes.  Although the Experts are designated by the governments, they exercise their functions in a personal capacity. The link between the States Parties and the Secretariat of the MESECVI are the Competent National Authorities (CNA). The Conference and Committee Secretariat is provided by the Permanent Secretariat of the CIM, where the Headquarters for MESECVI is also established. 

The Multilateral Evaluation Round consists of two stages: The first stage is an evaluation and the second stage is a follow-up.  In the first stage, the Competent National Authorities (CNA) of each State Party respond to the questionnaire adopted by the CEVI.  From these responses, the CEVI prepares preliminary reports, which are sent to the CNA for comments.  The Committee considers again the comments and approves the country final reports and the Hemispheric Report.  They both contain recommendations for the States Party in the first and broader in the second for the better implementation of the Convention.   Finally, these reports are presented before the States Party Conference of the MESECVI, for its adoption and publication. 

I. OAS GENERAL ASSEMBLY MANDATES  
From June 15 to June 16, 2015, the Forty-Fifth Ordinary Period Sessions of the Organization of American States (OAS) General Assembly was held in Washington DC. Due to that no resolutions were considered on this occasion, the resolution adopted in the Forty-Fourth Ordinary Period Sessions of the OAS General Assembly celebrated from the June 3 to 5, 2014, in Asuncion, Paraguay, is in force which corresponds to the Resolution AG/RES. 2832 (XLIV-O/14) “Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, Belém do Pará Convention, whose objective is to strengthen the work of the MESECVI in favor of the effective exercise of the right for women to live a life free of violence according to the Belém do Pará Convention.

The annual MESECVI
 report was elaborated and presented before the General Commission of the Permanent Council of the OAS, assembled in a preparatory session to the General Assembly on April 16, 2015, in Washington, DC.             

In compliance with the mandates which emanate from the Resolution, the MESECVI requests the States Party to the Convention to:

a) Implement the MESECVI recommendations to promote the full compliance of the Belém do Pará Convention;

b) Encourage the coordinating processes among the different organisms responsible for the implementation of public policies to prevent, punish, and eradicate violence against women and  civil society organizations that work the topic at a national, regional and international level;

c) Promote through technical cooperation with the Women´s National Mechanisms and the other State organisms, the adoption of procedures of protocols 
to guarantee the access to justice for women victims of violence
;

d) Make voluntary contributions to the MESECVI Fund to provide the Mechanism with human and financial resources necessary to assure its stable, full and effective functioning;

e) Establish or support the mechanisms which facilitate cooperation and technical assistance at a national, regional and international level for the exchange of information, experiences and better practices in the implementation of the Convention, in conformity with articles 1.1 subsection c and 10.4 of the MESECVI Bylaws;

f) Designate its National Competent Authorities and its Experts before the Mechanism, in case they have not done so; and 

g) Support the participation of its National Competent Authorities and of its Experts in the MESECVI process to assure its continuous and effective functioning.

Furthermore, to this date, the Technical Secretariat of the MESECVI is complying with:

a) Identify new and emerging areas to be included in the questionnaire proposal of the MESECVI Evaluation Rounds, according to the article 7 subsection b of the CEVI Regulations, and the availability of financial funds;

b) Provide advice to the Permanent Council and its respective organs on specific and relevant issues on the situation of violence against women in the States Party; and

c) Continue promoting the cooperation and exchange of better experiences and information, among the MESECVI and other instances who address violence against women at a sub-regional, regional and international level.

II. Progress of the second Multi-lateral Follow-up Round 2013/2015

A. Eleventh Meeting of the MESECVI Committee of Experts 

On September 18 and 19, 2014, was celebrated the Eleventh Meeting of the Experts Committee of the MESECVI in the city of Montevideo, Uruguay. The inaugural session included the participation of Daniel Olesker, Minister of Social Development of the Eastern Republic of Uruguay; Beatríz Ramírez, Director of the Women National Institute (INMUJERES, for its initials in Spanish) and Competent National Authority of the Follow-up Mechanism to the Belém do Pará Convention (MESECVI); Alejandra Mora Mora, Minister for Women’s Condition, Women’s National Institute (INAMU, for its initials in Spanish) and President of the Inter-American Women’s Commission; Flor de María Díaz, President of the MESECVI Experts Committee; Ambassador John Biehl del Río, Organization of the American States Representative in Uruguay; Silvana Guerra, President of the Gender Commission of the Foreign Affairs Ministry of the Eastern Republic of Uruguay; Luz Patricia Mejía Guerrero, Technical Secretary del MESECVI; and representatives of the Southern Common Market (MERCOSUR for its initials in Spanish) and of the Spanish International Cooperation Agency for Development (AECID, for its initials in Spanish).

Subsequently, it gave way to the forum “The Human Rights of Women: Violence and Sexual and Reproductive Rights”, which was moderated by Luz Patricia Mejía Guerrero, Technical Secretary of the MESECVI.  The event had the participation of Sergio Araujo Gambaro, Legal Counsel for the Sexual and Reproductive Area; the Ministry of Health; Soledad García Muñoz from the Inter-American Institute for Human Rights (IIDH, for its initials in Spanish); Dianna González Perrett, Expert of the CEVI, Uruguay; Barbara Bailey, Expert of the CEVI, Jamaica; and Susana Chiarotti, Expert of the CEVI, Argentina.

In accordance with article 27 c) of the CEVI Regulations, the meeting included a dialogue with civil society organizations, where the principle topics were the violence against women and their sexual and reproductive rights.  This debate included the presence of several civil society organizations.   The Experts had the opportunity to exchange doubts and comments with the Representatives of these organizations.  Later, it gave way to the approval of the agenda of the project and the work organization of the project. 

To finalize the first day, the Technical Secretary of the MESECVI, Luz Patricia Mejía Guerrero, presented the Declaration on Violence and Sexual and Reproductive Rights project, giving way to the comments and adoption of the agreements.
The second day of meetings began with the presentation of the Report of Activities by the President of the CEVI, Flor de María Díaz.  Later, it gave way to the implementation of the Second Round of the Follow-up with the adoption of the final country reports. Subsequently, the Technical Secretary of the MESECVI, Luz Patricia Mejía Guerrero, presented the Project of the Second Follow-up Report on the Implementation of the Recommendations of the Experts Committee of the MESECVI, giving way to the comments and adoption of agreements.



Then the President of the Experts Committee of the MESECVI, Flor de María Díaz, presented the Guide for the Interpretation of the Inter-American Convention to Prevent, Punish and Eradicate the Violence against Women (Belém do Pará Convention).  Finally this gave way to the discussion of other matters.

B. First Extraordinary Conference of States Parties of the Follow-up Mechanism

The First Extraordinary Conference of the States Parties of the Follow-up Mechanism on the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention to Prevent, Punish and Eradicate the Violence against Women “Belém do Pará Convention”(MESECVI), was held from October 23 to October 24, 2014, in Mexico, D.F.

The Secretary General of the OAS convened to all the States Parties to the Convention by means of a letter dated June 30, 2014.  The conference was also attended by members of the diplomatic corps; authorities from the judiciary and legislative branches; specialized international and non-governmental entities, which work to eradicate violence against women. 

The principal objectives of the conference were to:  Take note on the Second Report of Follow-up Mechanism on the Implementation of the Recommendations done by the Experts Committee (CEVI) of the MESECVI during the follow-up phase with which the Second Round of Multilateral Evaluation would conclude; and consider the approval of various documents prepared for the Work Group for the strengthening of the MESECVI constituted in the Fifth Conference of the States Party.

In conformity with article 10 of the Conference Regulation, two preparatory meetings were convened.  The first in the city of Pachuca, Hidalgo (Mexico) on May 16 and the second, in Washington, D.C. on October 17, 2014, with the participation of the Competent National Authorities, as well as with the Permanent Missions of the States Party.  The first meeting focused on the projects guidelines for the dialogues between the CNA and the CEVI; the Strategic Plan of the MESECVI 2014-2017, and the Procedures and Criteria for the use of Funds destined to finance in extraordinary manner the experts participation in the Experts Committee Meetings of MESECVI, and it was agreed to raise these to the consideration of the first Extraordinary Conference.  The second meeting focused on considering the Projects’ Agenda; Activities Calendar; Recommendations on the tools to promote an ample participation of the Experts in the meetings of the CEVI; and Agreements of the First Extraordinary Conference of the States Parties to MESECVI.

Agreements of the Extraordinary Conference

During the Extraordinary Conference the documents raised by the Work Groups for the strengthening of MESECVI, presented by the Alternate Representative from Ecuador, Mrs. Marisol Nieto, were subject to consideration before the Competent National Authorities present in the meeting.  

The following documents were considered:

· “Guidelines for the dialogues between the CNA and the CEVI” (MESECVI/CE/doc.6/4).  The Technical Secretary of MESECVI explained the details and objectives of the document.  The document was approved without modifications;

· “Strategic plan of the MESECVI 2014-2017” (MESECVI/I-CE/doc.4/14). A note was incorporated by suggestion of the delegate of Nicaragua during the debates of the Work Group.  The Secretary took note and incorporated it in a revised version the document that was circulated to the States.

· “Proceedings and Criteria’s for the use of Funds destined to finance in extraordinary manner the participation of experts in the Experts Committee Meetings of MESECVI (CEVI)” (MESECVI/I/-CE/doc.5/14). The debate focused on the necessity to guarantee the best efforts to ensure available resources and funds to finance the meetings and the participation of the experts.  The observations were incorporated in a revised version of the document that was circulated to the States and it was approved;

· “Recommendations on the tools to promote an ample participation of the Experts in the meetings of CEVI” (MESECVI/I/-CE/doc.8/14).  The Technical Secretary of the Mechanism explained the details and objectives of the document and was approved.

· Second Follow-up Report on the Implementation of the Recommendations of the Experts Committee of the MESECVI (MESECVI/I-CE/doc.10/14).  The document was approved for its publication;

· Finally, the document “Agreements of the First Extraordinary Conference of the States Parties of the MESECVI” was approved, (MESECVI/I-CE/doc.11/14), which contains all the agreements reached by the Competent National Authorities in the frame of the Extraordinary Conference.

III. INSTITUTIONAL STRENGTHENING IF MESECVI

A. Appointments of the CNA and CEVI

During the years 2014 and 2015 7 Competent National Authorities and a total of 11 Experts were appointed having a total of 26 CNA´s and 30 Experts. It is worth noting that this situation marks the highest number of appointments in MESECVI´s history. 

The Competent National Authorities appointed during the years 2014 and 2015, specifically until October 2015 were:

Although there are a total of 30 Experts appointed until October 2015, the Experts from Antigua and Barbuda (April 7, 2015), Guyana (September 8, 2015), and Trinidad and Tobago (September 17, 2015) have notified the Technical Secretariat that, for diverse reasons, they will no longer continue to be the representatives before the Committee of Experts (CEVI). 

B. Publications

· Practical Guide for the Application of the Inter-American Convention for the Prevention, Punishment and Eradication of Violence Against Women “Belém do Pará Convention” MESECVI 2014 (Guía práctica para la aplicación de la Convención Interamericana para Prevenir, Sancionar y Erradicar la Violencia contra la Mujer ¨Convención de Belém do Pará¨ (MESECVI, 2014)) 
: The objective of this guide is to facilitate the comprehension by the States regarding their obligations, from a complementary vision between the Belém o Pará Convention to other human rights instruments and to favor the compliance of these obligations when addressing the prevention, attention, punishment, and eradication of violence against women. This guide´s goal is to serve as an instrument to strengthen the knowledge, interpretation and application of the Convention;
· Second Follow-up Report on the Implementation of the Experts Committee Recommendations of the MESECVI (MESECVI 2014) (Segundo Informe de Seguimiento a la Implementación de las Recomendaciones del Comité de Expertas del MESECVI (MESECVI, 2014)
: This report analyses the degree to which the States Party have complied with the 42 recommendations issued by the MESECVI Experts Committee in the Second Hemispheric Report on the implementation of the Belém do Pará Convention (2012) (Segundo Informe Hemisférico sobre la Implementación de la Convención de Belém do Pará (2012)), as well as the progresses and challenges they confront to fully implement it.  This process included the participation of 19 States
 bringing official information and in several occasions, building information that had not previously been systemized;
· Declaration on the Violence Against Women, Girls and Teenagers and their Sexual and Reproductive Rights (MESECVI 2014) (Declaración sobre la Violencia contra las Mujeres, Niñas y Adolescentes y sus Derechos Sexuales y Reproductivos (MESECVI, 2014))
: The Committee of Experts of MESECVI adopted this Declaration to strengthen the guarantee and the protection of the sexual and reproductive rights of women in the region, particularly in view of violence situations, which are part of the catalogue of the human rights that protect and defend the universal system and the Inter-American system of human rights.
· Practical Guide for the Application of the System Indicators of the Progress for the Mediation to the Implementation of the Belém do Pará Convention (Guía Práctica para la Aplicación del Sistema de Indicadores de Progreso para la Medición de la Implementación de la Convención de Belém do Pará (MESECVI, 2015))
: This Guide intends to support the use of the MESECVI Progress Indicator System, within the countries of the region. The matrix for analysis is elaborated based on qualitative progress indicators and signals, allowing the measuring of compliance of the obligation contained in the Belén do Pará Convention and other normative frames. The Guide also seeks to facilitate the process of utilization of the indicators for each of the States Party to the Convention in planning, budgeting and follow-up/evaluating processes.

C. Execution of workshops on the System of Progress Indicators to Measure the Implementation of the Convention of Belém do Pará

The System of progress indicators for measuring the implementation of the Belén do Pará Convention was developed and adopted, with the support of the Canadian Government, within the framework of the “Strengthening of the capacity of the State Party to implement the convention of Belém do Pará” project.  The purpose of this initiative was to support the States Party to the Convention on the follow-up and evaluation on its implementation and its real impact on the capacity of women to exercise their rights to live free of violence.

Having adopted the System of indicators, the Technical Secretariat, in conjunction with the corresponding Competent National Authority, each country´s Expert and civil society organizations summoned by the Women´s Mechanisms, conducted a series of training workshops on the utilization of said system. As a first phase it was held in Argentina, Chile, Colombia, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Paraguay y Peru. It is worth noting that the workshop held in Grenada was attended by the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Bahamas, Barbados, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Jamaica, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Saint Lucia, Saint Kitts and Nieves, Suriname and Trinidad and Tobago.

In compliance with the established on the article 10 of the Bylaws of the MESECVI, which states that the States Party must establish mechanisms to facilitate the cooperation and technical assistance for the exchange of information, experiences and better practices for the implementation of the Convention, and the agreement number 9 of the first Extraordinary Conference of the State Parties, the workshops sought to create a dialogue between the Competent National Authorities and mechanism Experts gathering the key players involved in the utilization of the system and their incorporation in the national processes of elaborating plans, programs and reports on human rights and violence against women, summoning/convening: the Women National Mechanisms, the Justice Ministries, Health, Education and other relevant,  the National Statistics Office, Forensic Medicine, National Office of Panning and Budget, the Public Prosecutors Office, The Judiciary, the Office of National Planning/Budgeting, other public entities, women´s movements/organizations, feminists, experts and other relevant civil society and other key associates in the international arena.

The results report
 of the workshops describe that in each of the meetings theoretical information was shared with a practical exercises stemming from the modules into which the Progress Indicator System is organized. The same document describes that attending to the local particularities, an in depth analysis on the specific concerns was done with the participation of expert people and institutions. Furthermore, for the preparation of the workshops for every country in the region, the follow-up reports of the Second Round of Evaluation presented to the MESECVIC were taken into account, those which had already incorporated the progress indicators as a requirement of the of information. Thus, a group exercise was proposed based on the revision and critical evaluation of the available information in each country, the presentation format, the method of elaboration of the follow-up report (among others, for its level of participation and inter-institutional collaboration, the geographical reach, etc.) that could produce a critical reflection on the possible adjustments which could be perfected in the future.

The results
 report states that the alliance between CIM/MESECVI and the Mechanism for the Advancement of Women and/or its counterpart in each of the countries who hosted the initiative was fundamental for the successful organization of the workshops. The local counterparts provided support personnel in the logistics and registration tasks for each Workshop. The counterpart’s highest authorities were present in the opening and/or closing events of the workshops, along with other national authorities and/or international experts, representatives of the Canadian Embassy and representative of the OAS, at the local level. This exhibition of strong commitment with regards the implementation of the activity, will contribute to ensure the enduring results based on the dissemination activities carried out.

The cited report of results details the Workshops intent on presenting panels with top officials (Sectoral Ministers or their representatives), Ambassadors of Canada, representatives of the OAS in the countries and the Technical Secretary of the MESECVI. Next, the achievements and challenges still pending after 20 years of implementation of the Convention of Belém do Pará were presented by the Technical Secretary; followed by words from the National Expert on violence and the representative before de CEVI of every host country. 

Then, after these panels, workshops based on the indicators began. In first place, a brief by the main facilitators offered the attendees a description of the salient features of the system, its potentials, and challenges. Subsequently, the participants were divided in work groups and began brainstorming on the subjects presented by the facilitators. Each group began working by Modules, analyzing the five indicators: legislation, National Plans, Access to justice, access to the information and Statistic and Diversity.

Subsequently, after the collective analysis work regarding each module, the group’s evaluations were pool shared, where available sources of information, which were not present in the report of the analyzed country, were identified. Concrete proposals and observations to the indicators were put forth and dialogue among the distinct groups was encouraged. 

Upon the conclusion of the work regarding the 5 modules, a consolitation of the exercise and of the principal conclusions was presented, so as to commence a dialogue and data sharing on the conditions of the institutions and the state capabilities needed to develop and strengthen the progress indicator system for the evaluation of the Convention of Belém do Pará. In most cases and by that moment the local counterparts (or whomever they designated) were invited to present and coordinate this data sharing.

On the other hand, in the framework of all the workshops the “Guide for the implementation of the Inter-American Convention on Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence Against Women (Convention of Belém do Pará)” was presented, a tool which intends to facilitate the comprehension of the Convention and favor the implementation of these obligations when addressing violence against women. In this respect, the Technical Secretariat received valuable contribution from the workshops held in Paraguay, Argentina, Ecuador and Colombia for the validation of the guide. Also, the authorities of the CEPAL participated in said validation. 

Some of the experts had a performance worthy of note in the conduction of this workshop and in the presentation of the Guide for the implementation of the Inter-American Convention on Prevention, Sanction, and Eradication of violence against women (Convention of Belém do Pará).   D. The promotion of participation of civil society organizations

     The document on agreements of the First Extraordinary Conference of the State Parties celebrated in Mexico City the 23 and 24 of October 2014, recognizes the compromise and contributions of the Expert Committee (CEVI) to the States parties through the Second Monitoring Report of the Recommendations; as well as the collaboration of civil society organizations and other social actors in the activities of the Mechanism.

     In the same manner, agreement number 11of the cited document, proposes to continue encouraging and promoting the participation of the civil society and other social actors in the activities of MESECVI

(Follow-Up Mechanism to the Belém do Pará Convention), within the framework of Art. 10.2 of its Bylaws, taking in consideration the “Guidelines for the participation of civil society organizations in OAS activities” document CP/PRES.759 (1217/99).

     The Technical Secretariat of the MESECVI in coordination with the corresponding Competent National Authorities invited the civil society organizations to three meetings: Colombia (January 28, 2015), Chile (April 16, 2015), and Peru (April 22, 2015). The goals were: i) present the Mechanism and its operation; ii) debate, exchange opinions, and analyze the situation of Human Rights of Women in Colombia, focusing on violence topics; iii) inform of possible mechanisms of participation and relation with the Mechanism; iv) present the “Guide for the interpretation of the Interamerican Convention on Prevention, Sanction, and Eradication of violence against women 
E. Meetings on interinstitutional cooperation

     Within the framework of the fifty-ninth period of sessions of the Commission of the Status of Women (CWS) (Commission de la Condicion Juridica y Social de la Mujer en Naciones Unidas), celebrated in New York from March 9 to March 20, 2015, The representatives of the Technical Secretariat met with representatives of various organizations, such as:

· Council of Europe: The meeting took place with Marja Ruotanen and Liri Kopaci-Di Michele. A follow-up to the CSW'58 meeting and to the follow-up indicators was discussed at the reunion.

· International Juvenile Justice Observatory: The meeting was a presentation from Cristina Goñi. The subjects discussed were the follow-up indicators BdP/OECD – Social Institutions and Gender Index, and future encounters.

· International Planned Parenthood Federation/Western Hemisphere Region (IPPF/WHR): The meeting was led by Maria Antonieta Alcalde. The main topic discussed was the Declaration of sexual violence and sexual and reproductive rights, the dissemination strategies, and the project of legislative incidence.

· European Women Lobby, EWL, Observatory on Violence against Women: The meeting was held with Joanna Pierrette Pape. The subjects were the follow-up indicators and the project of indicators about Access to Justice.

· Emakunde: Noemi Gonzalo-Bilbao together with Director Emakunde Izaskum Landaida delved into subjects related to the strengthening of the CIM and the MESECVI, to indicators, and legislative incidence.

· Center for Reproductive Rights: The meeting took place with Paula Avila-Guillen. The subjects discussed were the Declaration of sexual violence and sexual and reproductive rights, the dissemination strategies, and the project of legislative incidence, Side-event OAS General Assembly. CRR project and French Embassy.

Within the framework of the invitation to the Technical Secretariat to participate in the VII Conference on Femicide/Femicide that took place in Brussels during the 1 and 2 of June, The Technical Secretariat met with strategical allies between the 1 and 5 of June 2015, in different intergovernmental institutions, such as the European Parliament, European Commission, and the European External Action Service, the Program for the Social Cohesion in Latin America, and the German Foundations of Heinrich Boll and Fredrich Ebert.

The meetings had three main objectives:

1. Presentation of MESECVI: operation and objectives;

2. Exchange of information related to the results of MESECVI in the last years;
3. Establishment of interinstitutional cooperation mechanisms in future projects to develop
 
and in the projects that are underway.

   F. Technical Assistance

     “Gender and Justice” Seminar – Puebla, Mexico: With the purpose of generating process of technical cooperation for the States Parties of the Belem do Para Convention, MESECVI, in coordination with the Supreme Court Office for Women in Argentina held the “Gender and Justice” seminar aimed at members of the Superior Court of Justice of Puebla, Mexico, between the days of 22 June and 3 July 2015. On this occasion, 55 female judges and 30 secretaries were trained to judge from a gender perspective in accordance to the Belem do Para Convention.

     International Seminar on Good Practices of the Justice Centers for Women – Oaxaca de Juarez, Mexico: The seminar organized by the National Commission to Prevent and Eradicate Violence against Women (Conavim for its initials in Spanish) and the United States Agency for International Development (USAID), through the PROJUSTICIA program was held on the 2 and 3 of September 2015.

The initiative had the subject of gender equality as a priority and it focused on the building of public policies that would allow to access tools for obtaining justice.

     Directors, coordinators, and people responsible for the 25 Centers of Justice for Women existing in the 17 Mexican entities met on this occasion. They discussed subjects such as progress, challenges, and difficulties in the execution of the model, attention, assistance, and protection of the CEJUM. Furthermore, they studied projects of economic empowerment of women and they shared the international experience in the implementation of practices and successful models in this subject.

     The meeting was attended by  the National Commissioner for the Prevention and Eradication of Violence against Women, Alejandra Negrete Morayta; the Director of PROJUSTICIA, USAID Mexico, Josefina Coutiño; the Magistrate of the First Civil Court of the Supreme Court of Justice, Jose Luis Rios Cruz; the personal representative of the Magistrate President of the supreme Court of Justice and the Judicial Council of the State, Alfredo Rodrigo Lagunas Rivera; the Technical Secretary of the Follow-Up Mechanism of the Belem do Para Convention (MESECVI), Luz Patricia Mejia Guerrero; among other authorities and experts.
     IV     DISSEMINATION AND AWARENESS OF THE CONVENTION AND THE MESECVI RECOMMENDATIONS

                             A.   Sensitization meetings

Seminar on Access to Justice for Women Victims of Gender Violence – Buenos Aires, Argentina: In commemoration of the 20 years of the Belem do para Convention, on December 2, 2014, the Attorney General of the Republic of Argentina and the MESECVI celebrated the Seminar about Access to Justice for Women Victims of Gender Violence, where they discussed the advances on the subject of gender violence in the international systems of protection of human rights; strategic international litigation and its application in the local scope; good practices in the defense in cases with gender perspectives; among other topics.

The seminar was attended by Eduardo Zuain, Ambassador, Sub Secretary of  Foreign Affairs, Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship, Argentina; Alejandra Magdalena Gils Garbó, Attorney General of the Nation, Argentina; Luz Patricia Mejia Guerrero, Technical Secretary of the Follow-Up Mechanism of the Belem do Para Convention ( MESECVI); Stella Maris Martinez, Advocate General of the Nation, Argentina; among others.

      Day of Refection “20 Years of Belem do Para”: with the objective of commemorating the twentieth anniversary of the Belem do Para Convention, the Argentinian Chancery organized a day of reflections on December 4, 2014. The meeting was attended by the Ambassador Eduardo Zuain, Sub secretary of Foreign Affairs of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship; Maria Julia Rodrigues, Minister, Directorate of the Woman, Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship; Mariana Gras, President of the National Women Council; Representative Giovanna Martinelli, Adviser to the President of the Italian Council on topics of “Equal Opportunities”; Natalia de la Paz Alvarez Yanez. Program of Violence against Women, National Service of the Woman (SERMAN for its initials in Spanish) Chile; Luz Patricia Mejia Guerrero, Technical Secretary of MESECVI; Flor de Maria Diaz Chalarca, President of the Expert Committee of MESECVI; Susana Chiarotti, Argentinian expert at CEVI; Cynthia Ottaviano, Public Defender; Representative Claudia Giaccone; Natalia Gherardi, Executive Director of the Latin-American Team of Justice and Gender (ELA, for its initials in Spanish), among other high ranking officials.

     Round table: “Political violence against women: a hemispheric challenge” - Washington, DC: Within the framework of the International Women's Day, the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) held a round table Wednesday, February 25, 2015 titled “Political violence against women: a hemispheric challenge” in order to give relevance to this theme in the Hemispheric Agenda and explore effective measures to ensure the full exercise of political rights of women in the region.

     The event brought together OAS representatives of the Permanent Missions, Observing Countries, members of the diplomatic community, experts on gender and human rights issues, women's organizations, governmental agencies, as well members of the academia and international community. The opening of the event fell on the then Secretary General of the OAS, Jose Miguel Insulza; the President of CIM and Minister of Women of Costa Rica, Alejandra Mora; the Secretary of Multidimensional Security of the OAS, Adam Blackwell; the OAS Interim Representative from Canada, Jennifer Loten; the MESECVI experts form Uruguay and Argentina Diana Gonzalez and Susana Chiarotti; among other authorities and experts.

     The round table included discussion panels to share experiences about political violence presented by renowned female leaders from Peru, Bolivia, Mexico, Colombia, El Salvador, Guatemala, and Ecuador.

     CWS'59 – New York: Representatives of the Technical Secretariat of the MESECVI, headed by Eva Villareal, legal advisor to MESECVI, attended the fifty-ninth period of sessions of the United Nations Commission on the Status of Women (CSW). The event took place in New York from March 9 to March 20, 2015 with the purpose of following up on the advances and challenges in the subject of women's rights since the Declaration and Action Platform of Beijing was issued 20 years ago.

     Conference on Femicide – Femicide, a bi-regional dialogue about Gender between the European Union (EU) and the Latin American and Caribbean Community (CELAC, for its initials in Spanish) – Brussels, Belgium: The Technical Secretariat of the MESECVI participated as panelist in the VIII Conference on Femicide – Femicide, the bi-regional dialogue about Gender between the European Union (EU) and the Community of Latin-American and Caribbean States (CELAC for its initials in Spanish) that took place the 1 and 2 of June. 2015. On this occasion, the Technical Secretariat presented the system of progress indicators for the mediation in the implementation of the Belem do Para Convention. Furthermore, it invited States to issue indicators, both qualitative as quantitative, to measure the impact of public policies implemented to prevent, punish, and eradicate violence against women, femicide among them, based on the international commitments.

     The Conference reviewed aspects related to the need for States for due diligence when confronted by violence against women in the framework of the related regional conventions, Belem do Para Convention, and the Istanbul Convention. Furthermore, the strategies and initiatives developed by States to confront violence against women and eradicate femicide were discussed. Finally, the Declaration of the VIII Conference on Femicide/Femicide was adopted.

     Dialogue about Violence, Health, and Sexual and Reproductive Rights – Washington DC: On June 19, 2015, CIM and MESEVIC, together with other international organizations led a debate on relations between violence against women, health, and sexual and reproductive rights aimed at guaranteeing and protecting the rights of women. Using the Declaration about Violence against Women, Girls, and Adolescents and their Sexual and Reproductive Rights from the Expert Committee of the MESECVI, the event boosted a hemispheric dialogue about the importance of positioning this topic as a priority in the political agenda of the States.

     The event was inaugurated by the President of the OAS, Luis Almagro; the Head of the program Center for Reproductive Rights (CDR for its initials in Spanish), Karen Hanrahan; the Assistant Director of the Pan-American Organization of Health (OPS, for its initials in Spanish), Francisco Becerra Posada; the Ambassador OAS and Permanent Observer from France, Jean-Claude Nolla; among other authorities.

     The first panel, corresponding to gender violence and reproductive rights was led by Luz Patricia Mejia Guerrero, Technical Secretary of MESECVI and the participation of Caroline Bettinger-Lopes, White-House Advisor on Violence against Women; Gilda Rivera, Executive Coordinator of the Women's Law Center of Honduras; Diana Gonzalez, Principal Expert from Uruguay for MESECVI; and Alessandra Guedes, Advisor in Family Violence. OPS/OMS (for its initials in Spanish).
     The second panel had public health and reproductive rights as the central topic. This event was moderated by Monica Arango, Regional Director for Latin America and the Caribbean of the Center for Reproductive Rights. The panel was attended by Leonel Briozzo, regional Expert on women's health and in sexual and reproductive rights and Professor, University of the Republic (Uruguay); Javier Vazquez, Advisor Human Rights and Legislation, OP/OMS (for its initials in Spanish); and Ana Cristina Gonzalez, regional Expert on health and human rights, Head Doctor, Global Doctors for Choice (Colombia).

     XVI International Meeting on Gender Statistics “Statistical challenges to the implementation of the Development Agenda Post 2015” -   Luz Patricia Mejia Guerrero, Technical Secretary 
The XVI Meeting on Gender Statistics was held in Aguascaliente, Mexico on September 9, 10, 11, 2015. It was a moment to reflect on how to adopt and adapt the Development Opportunities Available to the needs, priorities, and possibilities of the countries in the region, the availability of data and levels of desegregation, but also to contribute to the discussion on the necessary development of the capabilities and the strengthening of methodologies for production and the use of the information, as well the elaboration of gender  indicators related to human rights and the advancement of women and girls in subjects such as poverty, access to productive, financial, and technological assets, unpaid care work, statistics on violence against women and girls,  participation of women in decision making, among others.

     The meeting was attended by Lorena Cruz, President of the National Women Institute (INMUJERES, for its initials in Spanish); Luisa Carvalho, OAS Director for Women for the Americas and the Caribbean; Maria Nieves Rico, Director of the Division of Gender Affairs (DAG) of the CEPAL (for its initials in Spanish); Felix Velez, Vice-President of the National Institute of Statistic and Geography (INEGI) (for its initials in Spanish); Luz Patricia Mejia Guerrero, Technical Secretary of the Follow-Up Mechanism of the Belem do Para Convention; among other authorities and experts.

International Congress “Vulnerabilities, Victims and Survival” - Costa Rica: The Supreme Court of Justice by means of the Cooperation and International Relations Office with the co-auspice of the Law Faculty of the University of Costa Rica, the Bar Association of Costa Rica, the Women National Institute (INAMU, for its initials in Spanish), and the Konrad Adenauer Foundation carried out the congress in order to discuss victims problematic, their situation and vulnerability. The event took place on September 23, 24 and 25, 2015 in San José, Costa Rica.

The purpose of the activity was to become in an inter and multidisciplinary forum in which the problematic of the victim was discussed, as well as how to deal with the different points of view of victimization, understood as a process that impacts society as a whole.

The congress gathered expert people -nationals and internationals- that during three days analyzed the different vulnerabilities: cultural and socioeconomic, the related to governance and rule of law, environmental, and the ones caused by the technological gap. Among other experts and academics, the following participants stand out: Alejandra Mora Mora, Minister of Women Condition and Executive President of the Women National Institute (INAMU); Cecilia Sánchez Romero, Minister of Justice and Peace of Costa Rica; Ana Helena Chacón, Second Vice-President of the Republic of Costa Rica; Zarela Villanueva Monge, Magistrate, President of the Supreme Court of Justice; Marcela Lagarte, reference of feminism in Latin America; Luz Patricia Mejía Guerrero, Technical Secretary of MESECVI.

B. Ongoing education


The CIM, by means of the MESECVI and in collaboration of the Supreme Court of Justice of the Nation of Mexico, the Supreme Court of Justice of the Nation of Argentina, the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR), and the Latin American Social Science Council (CLACSO, for its initials in Spanish) launched the Higher Studies Diploma in “Justice, Gender, and Violence” on September 8, 2014. The Higher Studies Diploma is aimed at operators of justice in Latin America, including law enforcement personnel, public advocacy and forensic medicine, human rights counsels for the defense, and other professionals interested in training in justice of gender. The course offers basic knowledge and analytic tools and necessary practices for an effective protection of women human rights, in accordance with constitutional obligations, regionals and internationals on charge of the States. 


The coordination and teaching is in charge of: Luz Patricia Mejía Guerrero, Technical Secretary of the Follow Up Mechanism of the Belém do Pará Convention (MESECVI); Mónica Maccise Duayhe, Holder of the Gender Equality Unit of the Supreme Court of Justice of the Nation of Mexico; Adriana Ortega Ortiz, Gender Equality Director of the Supreme Court of Justice of the Nation of Mexico; Fernando Ramírez, Chamber Judge, member of the Oral Criminal Court No 9 of the Federal Capital, Argentina; Flora Acselrad, Head of the Woman Office of the Supreme Court of Justice of the Nation of Argentina; Gabriela Pastorino, Woman Office of the Supreme Court of Justice of the Nation of Argentina; Alba Carosio, Research Coordinator of the Rómulo Gallegos Cultural Center and Teacher of the Central University of Venezuela (Universidad Central de Venezuela); Carmen Rosa Villa Quintana, Regional Representative of the Regional Office for Central America, United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights; and Magdalena Valdivieso, Diploma Program Coordinator and Pedagogical Advisor of the MESECVI.
C. Carrying out virtual conferences regarding the Belém do Pará Convention
Within the framework of the MESECVI Strategic Plan, which contemplates as objective to raise awareness on society as a whole in respect to violence against women, as well as promoting the Belém do Pará Convention, two virtual conferences were carried out using the Webinar tool. 
· Virtual Seminar "The use of the Belém do Pará Convention in order to improve the access to justice”: In this Seminar that took place on March 6, 2015, the resources that the MESECVI offers to strengthen the work of the organizations or institutions that work in the area of the access to justice were presented. Special emphasis was made in the Guide for the implementation of the Belém do Pará Convention. Subsequently, standard and exemplary judicial resolutions were presented to judge in conformity to the Convention. This virtual seminar had more than 300 people registered.

This seminar particularly seeks to improve knowledge of operators of the justice system of the Americas including judges as well as organizations that work for the eradication of violence against women. 

· Virtual Seminar “Violence and sexual and reproductive rights”: This Seminar took place on April 23, 2015. Information about the relation between violence against women and their sexual and reproductive rights was presented. Likewise, it was shown a map of the legislation of the countries of Latin America and the Caribbean; the recommendations of the Committee of Experts of the Belém do Pará Convention regarding the abortion decriminalization, and the declaration of the Committee regarding this topic. This virtual seminar had more than 600 people registered.
D. Portal of the Belém do Pará Convention

As a result of the “Hemispheric Seminar about Women Human Rights: Good Practices in the Justice of Gender,” held in the city of Buenos Aires, Argentina, from September 25 to September 27, 2013, organized by the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) together with the Office of Woman, the Office of Domestic Violence, and the Office of Access to Justice of the Supreme Court of Justice of Argentina (CSJN), it was developed the Portal of the Belém do Pará Convention
,in order to share and spread all the topics related to the Convention, among them the Follow Up Mechanism (MESECVI), the good practices to eradicate the violence against women, reports, publications, notes, events, etc.
The platform, besides gathering all the topics associated with the Convention, has two sites to share information among the different actors. One of these looks to share good practices and initiatives of the region generated by state organizations, by civil society or other public of interest to prevent, sanction, and eradicate violence against women. On the other hand, with the idea of spreading the information obtained by the MESECVI in the rounds of Evaluation and Follow-Up, the platform counts with a monitoring site that shows the advances and challenges of the States Party regarding the implementation of the Belém do Pará Convention.
E. Awareness raising videos
With the objective of raising awareness among society on violence against women and making the Convention of Belém do Pará more visible, two informative videos where made, which have been disseminated through the media of the CIM, MESECVI and OAS:

· Video on the Convention of Belém do Pará
: The video seeks to inform on the Belém do Pará Convention, its Follow-up Mechanism and the situation of women who are victims of violence in the region. 

· Video on sexual and reproductive rights
: In the framework of the publication of the Declaration on Violence against Women, Girls and Adolescents and their Sexual and Reproductive Rights (MESECVI, 2014), the Technical Secretariat organized the making of an awareness raising video on women’s sexual and reproductive rights in the region. 

F. Material Distribution 

The Strategic Plan of the MESECVI 2014-2017 seeks to strengthen the capacity of the educational systems in the development of programmatic and curricular contents regarding the Belém do Pará Convention in order to offer cross sectorial answers to the problems of violence against women. Likewise, it promotes the dissemination of information about the situation of violence against women in the region, taking into account, among others, the vulnerability situations mentioned in the article 9 of the Convention.

In this sense, the Strategic Plan also seeks to promote agreements with universities, film schools, and other arts to include the topic of violence against women in their workshops, productions, competitions, and other activities in which this topic may be the central concept of the creative processes so they constitute in instances of awareness and diffusion with multiplier effects. This with the purpose of arise awareness and knowledge in respect to the situation of violence against women and promote the Belém do Pará Convention.

For this reason, to comply with the set objectives, the Technical Secretary of the MESECVI sent material to different universities of the United States
, such as the practical Guide for the application of the Inter-American Convention to Prevent, Sanction, and Eradicate Violence against Women “Belém do Pará Convention” (MESECVI, 2014) 
  and the Second Report of Follow Up of the Implementation of the Recommendations of the Committee of Experts of the MESECVI (MESECVI, 2014)
. 
IV. MESECVI Financing

All the OAS and CIM Assemblies have reaffirmed the call to governments to collaborate with human or financial resources for the MESECVI. The agreement document of the First Extraordinary Conference of the States Parties of the MESECVI held in Mexico City on October 23 and 24, 2014, establishes that the MESECVI strengthening requires the support of the States Parties regarding human and/or financial resources, as well as the importance that the Mechanism be included within the budget program of the Regular Fund of the OAS. 
The States Members and the Permanent Observers of the OAS are exhorted, according to the agreements established in the document of Agreements of the First Conference of States Parties, to consider, as priority matter, to increase the financial and human resources required to strengthen the work of the Mechanism aimed to assist the situation of violence against women. Besides, the States Party are urged to pay funds, in the measure of their capacity, to contribute in financing in an extraordinary way the participation of the Experts in the meetings of the CEVI. 

The fund created for the MESECVI received during 2015 contributions from Mexico and Nicaragua. It may be emphasized that currently, the MESECVI counts with very limited resources for the fully compliance of its multiple mandates and of its goal as a hemispheric referent about prevention, sanction, and eradication of violence against women. In this sense, a main part of the efforts in order to strengthen the MESECVI has to be focused in the mobilization of resources in the States Parties of the Convention, as well as other possible donors by means of the formulation and execution of specific projects.
This is a historical situation. In the following table it is shown the contributions to the Mechanism that have always been limited, reason why it is necessary to take into account the established objectives, as well as the resources needed for their execution in the frame of the strengthening process. In this Conference, the MESECEVI Financial Plan is going to be presented (see Annex I).

FINANCING PLAN OF THE FOLLOW UP MECHANISM OF THE BELÉM DO PARÁ CONVENTION

General Objectives: To determine structures for the MESECVI financing and execution of projects to strengthen the Follow Up Mechanism.
.
Specific Objectives:

Carry out the functions established in the Bylaws of the MESECVI, the Regulations of the CEP
, and the Regulations of the CEVI
, besides from the periodical mandates of the General Assembly Resolutions
 and the mandates originated from the agreements of the meetings of the CEVI and CEP
. See attached budget.

For the period 2014-2017, they were decided, in addition, some priority guidelines of action in the MESECVI Strategic Plan, which were approved during the First Extraordinary Conference of the CEP (MESECVI/I-CE/doc.4/14). 

These goals can be summarized in the following points:

1. Institutional consolidation of the MESECVI.

2. Strengthening of the technical capacities of national mechanisms of woman to prevent, sanction, and eradicate violence against women. 

3. Cross-sectorial response to the problems of violence against women. 

4. Awareness and consciousness regarding the situation of violence against women and promotion of the Belém do Pará Convention.

Financing sources of the MESECVI:

The Mechanism financing combines several sources with the participation of diverse entities according to their vocation and specific objectives.

In accordance with Art.11 of the Bylaws of the MESECVI “The activities of the Follow-Up Mechanism shall be financed by a specific fund created for this purpose by means of contributions of the States Party to the Convention, the State Members that are not part of the Convention, the Permanent Observers, international financing organizations, other external resources, and all other contribution that may be received according to the General Regulations for the Secretary General of the OAS Functioning. Such contributions may include offerings of the States Party to organize and to be head office of the meetings of the organs of the Mechanism.” It also establishes that “The conference of the States Parties can establish criteria to determine regular contributions.”

Financing Components:

Component 1: Technical team; elaboration of work documents, reports, and materials; provide services  during the preparatory meetings; translations and documents diffusion, and; activities of the Presidency of CEP and CEVI in representation of the MESECVI.

Component 2: CEP and CEVI meetings as is established in their Regulations. Guarantee the resources to carry out meetings and elaborate the documents according to their legal instruments and, extraordinarily, guarantee the participation of the Experts in the meetings of the CEVI.

Component 3: Meetings of technical assistance when requested by the States and preparation of Projects regarding specific topics of interest resulting from the mandates of the CEP, CEVI, and the General Assembly of the OAS.

Financing Proposal:

Component 1: 

· Request to the States Parties to give instruction to their delegates before the OAS so that in the Annual Budget Program of the OAS, a contribution of US$ 370,000 from the Regular Fund of the OAS be assigned to the support of the MESECVI.

Component 2: 

· Request to the States Parties that, within its capabilities, make a minimum annual regular contribution of US$ 6,000.

Component 3: 

· Invite the States Parties to request technical assistance to finance the costs associated with the meeting.

· Request to the Technical Secretary of the MESECVI to support the States Party in ensuring financing resources from aid workers in joint elaboration of national projects. 

· Invite the States not Party to the Convention and the Permanent Observers of the OAS to consider in contributing with the necessary human and financing resources in order to strengthen the work of the Mechanism aimed at assessing the situation of violence against women.

� Article 5 Statute of the MESECVI: The follow-up mechanism shall consist of two organs: the Conference of the States Parties, hereafter “the Conference” and the Committee of Experts, hereafter “the Committee.” The Secretary of the Conference and of the Committee shall be the Secretary General of the OAS by means of the Permanent Secretary of the CIM.


� Article 7. Bylaws of the CEP: Secretary


The Permanent Secretary of the Women Inter-American Commission (CIM) is the Technical Secretary of the Conference; it shall have the following functions: a. Prepare the documents for each Meeting of the Conference and submit for the approval by the Presidency; b. Keep safe all the documents and files of the Conference; c. Spread in the webpage of the CIM or other appropriate mean the information and public documents related to the Mechanism, as well as the final Report of the CEVI given at the end of each multilateral evaluation round, once these are of public nature in accordance with what is established in the Bylaws, as well as the Final Report of the Conference; d. Work as central point of coordination for delivery and exchange of documents and communications within the Conference, the CEVI, the organs of the OAS and other organizations and institutions; e. Raise the final Report of the Conference meeting and the Hemispherical Report to the Delegate Assembly of the CIM and to the General Assembly of the OAS; f. Prepare the summarized minutes of the meetings of the Conference; g. submit financial reports to donors when requested; h. Those that correspond to the effective compliance of its functions, and i. The others that the Conference requests.


� Article 7. Regulations of the CEVI: Functions of the Committee Secretary.


The Secretary shall comply with the following functions: a. Prepare an annual work timetable Project which shall submit to the consideration of the Committee; b. Prepare the methodology proposals and questionnaire for the evaluation of the implementation of the requirements of the Convention to be considered on each round and be submitted under consideration of the Committee in accordance with the procedure established in article 17 and subsequent, and in particular article 27 of this Regulations; c. Send, simultaneously, the announcements to the meetings of the Committee to the experts and, by the permanent missions, to the competent national authorities and/or to the delegates holders before the CIM; d. Prepare the Project of topics for each meeting of the Committee and submit it to the approval by the Coordinators; e. Serve as secretary to the Committee and the subgroups of experts in all the evaluation process including the preparation of the hemispherical report at the end of each round; f. Prepare, together with the Coordinator of the Committee and the Coordinators of the subgroups, the Project of the final report that shall be submitted before the Committee, in accordance with article 24; g. Prepare the annual report project of the activities of the Committee and, once approved by the Committee, send it to the Conference; h. Keep safe all the documents and files of the Committee; i. Spread by electronic mail, Internet or any other communication mean the information and public documents related to the MESECVI, as well as the reports of the country and the hemispherical report at the end of each round once they are of public nature in accordance with what is established in this Regulation and Bylaws and; j. Work as central point of coordination and contact for delivery and exchange of documents and communications among the experts as well as the Committee with the Conference, the organs of the OAS and other organizations and institutions; k. Bring to the attention of the members of the Committee the communications received in order to be submitted to their consideration; l. Prepare the summarized minutes of the meetings of the Committee and be in charge of its filing; m. Give advice to the members of the Committee in the performance of its tasks when requested n. Promote and organize programs of technical cooperation in coordination of other international organizations and cooperation agencies to support States Parties in their effort to comply with the recommendations that the Committee formulate them; o. Prepare the project of questionnaire for the follow-up of the implementation of the recommendations to countries and submit it to the Committee for its approval; p. The others that the Committee request or that correspond to the Secretary for the effective compliance of its functions.
